As long as the Foundation is in the position to do so, three Klaus-Georg and Sigrid Hengstberger Awards will be presented annually to young scientists and scholars at the Ruprecht-Karls University of Heidelberg. The awards are intended to enable the winners to present a scientific symposium on the theme of “The Ruperto Carola Symposium at the IWH: A Sponsorship Award for Young Scientists and Scholars” at the Internationales Wissenschaftsforum Heidelberg (IWH). The winners of the awards will each receive the sum of 12.500 euros.

The awards are aimed at scientists and scholars in any field of academic research, be it in the natural sciences and medicine or in the humanities and social sciences. The award ceremony for the Klaus-Georg and Sigrid Hengstberger Awards takes place during the anniversary celebrations (‘Jahresfeier’) of the Ruprecht-Karls University, when the winners are presented with the award certificates.

Eligibility:

Applicants should be post-doctoral scientists and scholars, usually no older than 37 years of age, who have an outstanding academic record. This should be substantiated in particular by an excellent doctoral degree.
